Ms. Rushing briefed the council about several things which included: Mineola’s Sesquicentennial Celebration in 
2023- the committee has already been hard at work planning the events for the year. Ms. Rushing showed them 
the logos that will be used for 150th celebration in 2023. For the month of July: Farmers market every Saturday 
morning; 4th of July celebration will be at the civic center with fireworks starting at dusk; the Mini Train will be 
running the 9th and 23rd from 9: 00 am to 1:00 pm due to the heat; Congratulations was given to Doris Newman 
the Main Street Director for getting the Accredited Main Street America certification. In closing Ms. Rushing told 
the council that all the department heads are doing a great job.
