Background Information:

Recommendation:

My recommendation is for the council to consider a street closure for the evenings
of May 4, 11, 18, and 25 for the event from 5:00-9:30 p.m. The closure would be
on West Commerce Street between the Johnson Street and the Veterans Memorial.
South Johnson from the alley to the Gazebo and East Commerce at the Gazebo.
Parking for the event will still be available in the parking lot on Line Street and on
East Commerce and West Commerce near the Line restaurant. Minimal storefronts
affected since those that would be affected close their doors at 5:00.
